Step 7: Detach the wiring harnesses leading to the “barn” doors.

The door wires can be detached by prying up on it with a flat head screwdriver. Once it is fully 

“up” the door side (male end) wire housing will detach. You can drop it and let it swing freely. 

Press down on the top of vehicle side (female end). You will feel a “click”. Once you feel this click 

you can push the female end into your vehicle. It can fall freely. There is nowhere for it to go and 

you will not lose it. You will use this hole to run your left turn signal and reverse light wires 

through in future steps.
