$ITUATION
Supply shortage of left-hand drive steering spindles

CORRECTION
The installation of the right-hand drive steering spindle is possible in left-hand drive vehicles.
Follow the conversion steps below:

1. Remove the steering spindle per Repair Instruction 3231070 (REP-RAR5032-3231070,
Removing and installing or replacing lower section of steering spindle).

NOTE: The fork on the right-hand drive steering spindle (to be installed) is turned by 38
degrees.

IMPORTANT: Identifu the version of steering column fitted in the vehicle!

Steering columns differ depending on
the version used:
(1)Old version: measurement (A)
approx. 3 mm. Color: natural or blue
(2)New version: measurement (A)
approx. 8 mm. Color: black

2. After connecting the steering spindle to the column, open the steering lock and turn the
steering shaft in the engine compartment counterclockwise (looking from the front of the
vehicle) by 38 degrees, so that you can fit the fork to the steering rack.
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The steering wheel is now turned
clockwise by 38 degrees, or seven
teeth.

3. Remove the airbag and the steering wheel per Repair Instruction 3233000 (REP-RAR 5032-
3233000, Rernoving and installing/replacing steering wheel). Tum the coil spring 38 degrees
counterclockwise and bring it into the straight-ahead position. To do this, refer to Repaii
Instruction 613 1006 (REP-RAR5061-613 1006, Remove and refit bracket for steering column
switch).

For vehicles with DSC, reinitialize the steering angle.

Once completed, check that the steering wheel position is correct when driving in a straight
line.

]ffi., fitted correctly, it is not necessary to perform a wheel alignment or realign the steering wheel
by setting the steering track rods.

Install the steering wheel so it is
straight (tumed counterclockwise by
seven teeth).
IMPORTANT: Be sure to mark the
steering column and steering wheel to
the new center alignment position.
Refit as per the repair instructions.

. Turn volute spring counterclockwise as

far as it will go.

. Turn volute spring clockwise as far as it
will go.

. Turn volute spring back to center
position and secure so that centering
pin (3) is at bottom position.
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
